Our initial goal was to design the
courtyard, but our mission has
grown as the broader needs of
the church became clear. The
Green Spaces Initiative encom-
passes four primary components,
each of which is detailed in the
following paragraphs.
We will vote to move forward

Overall Budget and Fundraising
The total cost of the Green
Spaces Initiative is $300,000. With
15% for cost overruns, our fundrais-
ing goal is $345,000. To put this in
perspective, our total goal is 80% of
one annual pledge drive. This
means an average Green Spaces
donation of 80% of ones regular an-
nual pledge (but which can be
spread over 2 to 3 years) will bring
us to our goal. Construction can
begin once half has been raised.
Our church has not held a capital
fund drive since 1999, and there are

many new members and friends

who have not had the opportunity

to contribute to the growth and
beautification of the church in such

a tangible and exciting way. Then
too, deteriorating windows, worn -
out carpets and water under the
building are issues we must fix re-
gardless. While we are making
these necessary improvements, we
can also create beautiful green
spaces inside and out that express
our vision of seeking the spirit, build-
ing community, and changing the
world. Let 6s get start
