A warm New Year 6s greeting to everyone. As Presi
looking forward to joining with you for another year of opportunity for feeding our spirits, caring for one another
and our community and service together. We want to check in with you as we begin our 2012 year together.

We begin by saying that the state of our congregation is very good. We have grown to almost 500
members, and we have small group activities to inspire friends and members to seek the spirit, build
community and change the world. We have responsibly repaired and improved our building, grounds, and
facilities through the Green Spaces Initiative and your generosity.

In our December congregational meeting, we discussed the role of the Board and the transition to the
policy governance and visioning model. We also outlinedtheBoar dé6s priorities for thi
becoming a model employer, becoming a liberal religious presence in southern Indiana, strengthening our
Unitarian Universalist connections within our District and the UUA and our interfaith connections locally, and
expanding our community service presence.

The Boardés first focus wild|l be to bec withguidancemod e |
from the Unitarian Universalist Association leadership and staff. One of our first priorities is to explore
providing fair and full-time compensation to our ministers. Currently Reverend Macklin and Reverend Breeden
are each compensated for a part-time position (90% each).The Board has requested that each minister start
taking time off from their normal workload consistent with their percentage of employment until the
congregation can fully fund their services. We will also be exploring fair compensation and benefits for the
entire staff as we move forward. Also, we are beginning to expand our liberal religious presence in Southern
Indiana: next Sunday, January 22, members of our Board will be traveling with our Ministers to Paoli to launch
a new Unitarian Universalist presence in that area!

We thank you all for your excellent work and support for this amazing community 7 we are proud and
delighted to serve this congregation.

Feed Our Hungry Neighbors Collects Food February 5

Next Bounty-full Sunday is February 5. Monroe County United Ministries welcomes
donations of all nonperishable foods, but they currently have a special need for the
following items: canned vegetables, especially potatoes and carrots, vegetable soups,
baking mixes (pancake, corn bread), canned fruits, especially oranges.

Thanks from Monroe County United Ministries

We recently received a letter from Rebecca Stanze, the Development Director at Monroe County
United Ministries, thanking us for the groceries and money we have donated in the last year. Our congregation
donated 7,617 pounds of food in 2011, and our 75 holiday food baskets in November amounted to 72% of the
total baskets distributed this year. This was enough food to feed 300 people for at least 3 days. We also
contributed all our Christmas Eve offerings, which totaled nearly $1,300, and our fiber arts booth at the Bazaar
raised $1,750. These gifts will enable Monroe County United Ministries to provide high quality affordable
childcare, and basic needs assistance to people in financial crisis. Many thanks to everyone who helped!

Dear Bloomington UUs,

| have been thinking of you often as my family enjoys our year-long British
adventure. As the new year begins, | thought I'd write and share a little about our
experiences here. Though we are appreciating many things about life in London (tea
time, fabulous public transportation, and free museums are high on the list), we miss
Bloomington UU a lot. The British Unitarians have been eager to welcome us into
their community, and we like our small local church. It is currently served by an

my Boston congregation, so there has been one familiar face! There is also a strong local community of
American UU ministers, whose support has been unceasing as we figured out all the ins and outs of London
life, and Anne Haynes' daughter Laura and her family have helped us get settled. We still feel like foreigners,
but we no longer feel lost most of the time!

Unitarian (not Unitarian Universalist over here!) churches in Britain are very small, and not one of the
London congregations supports a successful and ongoing program for children and youth.
